| recently hosted a two
day clinic for Julie. This was
my first time hosting. With
some good planning it all
went quite well. We had 6
riders and 12 auditors.

Day One:
First Things First

Julie always likes to check in with her students to
see what their goals are for the clinic. Most of the
group were beginning or intermediate riders. Some
brought yearlings while others brought their riding
mounts. There was Leslie with Squire, Pat and
Sweet William, Molly and Cruzer, Gaby and Lico-
rice, Cheryl and Cheyenne and lastly, Snazzy and
I. Naturally, trailering was on most everyone’s list
of skills to work on, and it seemed most people just
wanted to improve their connection with their horses.
With Julie’s expert coaching we did just that.

Julie had me do a round pen demo with Snazzy,
my Thoroughbred. He did wonderfully. Snazzy has
some long-standing issues with his hindquarters and
it was obvious that even though he has come along
way, | can always do more work with that back end
of his.

Next up was Leslie and Squire. Squire seemed to
“switch” personalities right before our eyes. One
minute he was a pleasant horse, the next minute he
was all over Leslie with his ears pinned
back aggressively. It was a bit alarm-
ing to watch, but Leslie hung in there
with him.

Pat came with her new horse, Sweet
William, a very nice Arab. The clinic
was a good way to assess his training
and get to know him better. That horse
impressed me as a real gentleman.

Day Two: Impressive Progress

The second day always moves
faster. There is never enough time to
cover all that we want to. | found my-
self wanting to have another day with
Julie and the group; which is why we're

doing this again in October.

Julie makes a point to Sue Sheckett about her
yearling Tazo. Sue hosted a Three-Day Clinic
at the ranch where she boards her two horses
near Belleview, Washington. The group had
such a good time that they scheduled Julie for
two more clinics in October.

The two people thatimpressed me the most were
Leslie and Molly. Leslie did more ground work with
Squire and things seemed to be flowing much bet-
ter. She looked more confident and he looked much
more relaxed with Leslie. It seemed to me that
Squire had been searching for a leader, and Leslie
stepped up and was there for him. After she was
done, she took off his saddle and was going to stop
there. The rest of us saddled
up to work in the arena and |
noticed later that she put her
saddle back on Squire and
was joining the group. |
thought “Thata girl, Leslie!”

Molly also impressed me
with her progress. She
bought a five year-old Ten-
nessee Walker five months
ago and has him here for training. Until the clinic,
Molly liked to leave all the ground work to me, so
she could just get on her horse and hit the trail. |
had tried to explain to her the value of ground work
but she wasn't ready to hear it.

After the clinic, she told me that she now realizes
the value of ground work and backing her horse out
of and off of things (including the trailer, bridge &
pedestal). I'm so glad she joined us in the clinic! |
guess we hear things when we are ready to.

Cheryl brought her 14 month old PMU filly, Chey-
enne. Julie ponied her from Blackjack which helped
to “free up” Cheyenne’s feet. Cheyenne is a very
quiet little girl (who will get very hig fast!). With
drafts, Julie likes to get them traveling well early on,
otherwise draft horses can tend to pull on the rider
and travel forward.

When we wrapped things up, everyone felt really
happy with their progress. Gaby said she had been
searching for a trainer like Julie for along time. She
and Licorice did some great work together and Gaby
has already scheduled Julie to do a clinic at her barn
in the Bay for some
more help.

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"I've been to other
clinics, but the 10-
day Women's Trail
Camp was the only
one that was fo-
cused on exactly
what | needed--trail
riding,” she says ex- &
plaining, "l needed more skills to help
Starfire build more confidence in me and
in groups!"

The 10-day clinic started with a review
of ground work and trailering skills to
make sure the campers were able to hold
the horse's attention and have them re-
spond consistently to requests.

Then the group moved on to daily
rides within trailering distance of the
MMR bunkhouse. The final two days,
riders camped out on 300 beautiful acres
in Pioneer. For every Camper the clinic
was more than just a riding vacation.

"In most other trail clinics, folks just
jump on and start riding," Casey says. "l
was impressed that Julie took the time
to make sure we all were at a spot with
our horses to ride the trails safely and
be able to handle any issues that could
arise."

"One of the biggest things I learned was
that I can't expect my young horse to be
able to deal with a large group of people
who don't care about our well being," she
says. "Julie was careful not to overex-
pose any horse or rider to scary situa-
tions until she had provided us with the
skills to work through new situations we
would face on the trail."

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Casey also realized that she needs to
be more careful about who she rides with
at home. "I've been on big rides where
no one is in charge and no one even stops
when a rider comes off," she explains.

"From now on | will be telling the
people | ride with exactly what | need
them to do when Starfire starts to worry"
Casey adds. "That includes letting us
change places in line, stopping while
we back, or ignoring us when we need
to zig zag or side pass to keep his at-
tention on my requests."

Casey reports that her riding buddies
have been fine with such requests since
she returned home. "Now | don't have
to try to hold Starfire still when he
spooks at things," she says, explaining
that just pulling harder or circling him
when he worried set him up to expect
a fight.

"At Camp Starfire learned that | can
change. Now I go with him until he
can go with me. Or, better still, | try
to ask him to get busy before the point
where he needs to bolt."

"The entire Trail Camp was just the
best experience possible in every way,"
Casey summarizes. "The people truly

cared about each other's progress, the food
was beyond expectations, and the learn-
ing environment was varied so we were
safely exposed to a lot of different situa-
tions and skills.
